2. Crotts moved to approve the minutes of Monday, July 25, 2011, and the minutes of
Wednesday, July 27, 2011, as written, seconded by Combes. Motion carried.

3a. Combes moved to approve the Consent Agenda as submitted, seconded by Robrahn.
Motion carried.

4. Rowley moved, based upon the recommendation of the County Treasurer and approval of
the County Attorney, to waive the purchasing policy as to formal bidding requirements for good
cause, said cause being that informal bids were obtained from local suppliers and to approve the
purchase of work stations and related furniture for the Treasurer’s Office from Office Supply
Today in Burlington, in the amount of $15,300.00. Funds to come from the Motor Vehicle
Operating Fund and General Fund-Treasurer’s Drivers’ License Service Fee Line Item, seconded
by Combes. Motion carried.

Item No. 2011-27; Hot Pavement Mix: Request authorization to solicit sealed bids for
Project A1103-C, 1” Nova Chip Leveling Course on Trefoil Road from 22nd Road to 25th Road.
Bid date: August 1, 2011. Review bids and make award.

9a. Combes moved, based upon the recommendation of the County Engineer, that the bid
submitted by Se-Kan Asphalt Service, Inc. in the amount of $116.58 per ton of approximately
1,890 Tons of Hot Mix Pavement Ultra-Thin Mix Bonded Asphalt - NovaChip for the
approximate amount of $220,336.20 to be approved as the best bid for Hot Mix Pavement Ultra-
Thin Mix Bonded Asphalt - NovaChip in place and that award be made according to the terms of
the bid of project A1103-C and be paid from the General Fund, Public Works, Asphalt Line Item
and Special Highway Improvement Fund, seconded by Rowley.

$118,521.70 to paid from General Fund Public Works Equipment Line Item, seconded by
Saueressig. Motion carried.

11. Item No. 2011-35; Engineering/Architectural Services for County Shop Addition:
Request for Professional Engineering for the designed addition to the Coffey County Shop.

11a. Robrahn moved, based upon the recommendation of the County Engineer and approval
of the County Attorney as to form, to approve and direct the Chairman to sign the Contract for
Engineering/Architectural Services to Schmidt Engineering Consultants, Inc. for professional
services for the addition to the Coffey County Shop in the amount not to exceed $10,000. Said
services shall be paid from the Road and Bridge Fund, seconded by Rowley. Motion carried, 4-
yes; 1-no - Crotts.

12. Item No. 2011-36; Equipment Purchase – Two Complete Hydraulic Valving and
Electronic Load Sensors for Upgrades to Existing Spreader Boxes: Request authorization to
solicit informal bids and purchase said upgrades.

12a. Crotts moved to approve the County Engineer’s request to solicit informal bids and
purchase Two (2) complete hydraulic valving and electronic load sensors for upgrades to
existing spreader boxes, seconded by Combes. Motion carried.

13. Blackbourn presented the Construction Zone report for the week of August 1, 2011.

14. Engineer Wayne Blackbourn presented a resolution, on behalf of the Coffey County
Planning Board, for consideration to establish a Commercial Wind Energy Project Special Use
Case No. 2011-01. Horizon Wind Energy Representatives Josh Bohach and Rorik Peterson were
also present.
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15. Saueressig called Agenda Item #2 which is on Case No. SU2011-01. This is for an
application to establish a Commercial Wind Energy Project (CWEP) as a special use in the A-1
Agricultural & A-2 Agricultural transition District. Saueressig asked the Board members if any
of them intend to disqualify themselves from participating in this case because they have a
conflict of interest. Fred Rowley disqualified himself because he is a landowner involved in the
project and temporarily disassociated himself from the Board. Kenneth Combes disqualified
himself because he is a landowner and could potentially be involved in the project and
temporarily disassociated himself from the Board. A quorum of three was present for
consideration of the case. Saueressig inquired if there were any protest petitions. County Clerk
Angie Kirchner stated there were no protest petitions. Blackbourn provided a report on the case
and recommendation of the Planning Board. County Clerk Kirchner stated that there were no
written communications. There were no public comments. The applicant had no responses.

16. Crotts moved to adopt the findings and factors and recommendation of the Planning
Board on Case No. SU 2011-01 and approve Resolution No. 787-a; A RESOLUTION
APPROVING A SPECIAL USE TO ESTABLISH A COMMERCIAL WIND ENERGY
PROJECT IN THE A-1 AGRICULTURAL AND A-2 AGRICULTURAL TRANSITION
DISTRICT ON CERTAIN LANDS LOCATED IN COFFEY COUNTY, KANSAS, UNDER
THE AUTHORITY GRANTED BY THE ZONING REGULATIONS OF THE COUNTY AS
ORIGINALLY APPROVED BY RESOLUTION NO. 386B, seconded by Robrahn. Motion
carried 3-0.

17. Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks Representatives Bob Culbertson, Leonard
Jirak, John Massoth and Natural Resource Conservation Service Representative Robert
Harkrader met with the Board to discuss roadside mowing.

18. Economic Development Director Jon Hotaling met with the Board to present the bi-
weekly report for July 18, 2011 through July 29, 2011.

19. Item 98-7: Hotaling attended the Southeast Kansas Tourism Region meeting in Humboldt
on Thursday, July 21. Regional members discussed the 2012 Kansas Sampler Festival to be held
in Liberal on May 5 and 6. Regional members also discussed the need to review and update the
organization’s strategic plan. Copies of the plan will be emailed to the membership for review
before the next meeting on September 15 in Pittsburg. A member from Fort Scott announced
that Freedom’s Frontier National Heritage Area (FFNHA) Partners meeting will be held at the
Fort on August 11.

20. Item 05-1: July 29, Hotaling attended the SEK Inc. Economic Development Council
meeting at the Kansas Technology Center at Pittsburg State University. The council received
updates on the Great Plains Development site near Parsons and on other Economic Development
activities in Southeast Kansas. The council discussed proposed increases in IRB and tax
exemption fees through the Court of Tax Appeals. The council toured the Technology Center
after the meeting.

21. Item 05-2: Hotaling attended the Alliance for Technology Commercialization (ATC)
Board of Directors meeting at PSU on Thursday, July 28. Hotaling provided information to
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ATC President Eric Ferrell on the Helper Hinge. Hotaling had already sent information to
Duane Smith. Hotaling reviewed amended bylaws and articles of incorporation. Kseniya
Gubkina reported on her and Eric Ferrell’s meetings with county commissions throughout
Southeast Kansas. The board also reviewed an updated budget for 2012 and budget allocations
from the Kansas Department of Commerce and the City of Pittsburg. The next meeting is
scheduled for October 27.

22. Item 05-3: Hotaling participated in the Southeast Kansas Prosperity Foundation Board of
Directors meeting via telephone conference on Thursday, July 21. The board reviewed financial
statements and loan portfolio. The board also reviewed pending grant applications and loan
applications. Next meeting to be held September 1 at the SEKRPC office in Chanute.

23. Item 07-2: Hotaling met with Jim Stukey to review the new signage design for the
Opothleyahola Memorial in the LeRoy City Park. Signage is required by Freedom’s Frontier
National Heritage Area (FFNHA) for the memorial to become a registered FFNHA attraction.
Stukey will provide cost estimates in a few weeks.

24. Item 08-2: Hotaling informed Chris Menard that the airport’s engineering firm
recommended that the amount of property to be sold to Kan-Seal be decreased slightly to prevent
encroachment into the protected area related to the possible future development of a crosswind
runway. Reduced the length of the lot by 45 feet. This was acceptable to the airport and Kan-
Seal. Cara Haas in the County Appraiser’s office prepared a new site map. Hotaling provided a
copy of the map to the Commission, the County Attorney, Kan-Seal, the Airport and the County
Engineer. Hotaling hopes to close the sale for the 2.75 acres in early October.

25. Monday, July 18, Hotaling attended a special meeting of the Lebo City Council. The
council decided not to purchase some land and buildings they had expressed interest in. Hotaling
provided the City Clerk a copy of a legal notice for the disposal of property owned by the city.
The council will consider selling some lots they own in the near future.

26. Hotaling sent information on the Alliance for Technology Commercialization (ATC) to
Duane Smith, inventor of the Helper Hinge.

27. Hotaling called some local manufacturers to finalize meeting times with Craig VanWey,
Kansas Department of Commerce Representative for Southeast Kansas.

28. Hotaling attended a 4-H Superintendents meeting on Monday, July 25. Hotaling served
as a 4-H Superintendent for 4-H judging on Wednesday, July 27.

29. Hotaling discussed hosting a government contracting seminar in our area to be provided
by the Heartland Procurement Technical Assistance Center located in Joplin, Missouri. A
tentative date would be the last week of October or the first week of November.

30. Appraiser Connie Lawrence met with the Board for a performance evaluation.
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29a. Combes moved to enter Executive Session at 10:32 a.m. for 15 minutes, to include each
of the Commissioners and Appraiser Connie Lawrence, to discuss personnel matters of non-
elected personnel, seconded by Robrahn. Motion carried.

31. The Board resumed regular session at 10:47 a.m.

32. Engineer Wayne Blackbourn returned to discuss an upcoming meeting with Hampden
Township Board members. The Engineer would provide a rough estimate of what it would take
the township to clear the waterways in the Hampden Township area. Blackbourn stated that it
was the Hampden Township governing body’s responsibility. Robrahn reiterated the concerns of
those affected by this issue, however discussion was terminated.
