4. Rowley moved, upon the request of the Coffey County Housing Authority Board and the

recommendation of the County Attorney, to authorize and direct the Chairman to sign the Real
Estate Mortgage Release, acknowledging satisfaction in full debt secured by Donna L. Miller,
regarding the west twenty three feet (23) of lot two (2) and all of lot three (3), in block thirty-
seven (37), in the West Lebo addition, Coffey County, Kansas, seconded Crotts.

5. Crotts moved, upon the request of the Coffey County Housing Authority Board and the
recommendation of the County Attorney, to authorize and direct the Chairman to sign the Real
Estate Mortgage Release, acknowledging satisfaction in full debt secured by Galen L. Miller,
regarding the east twelve and one-half feet (E 12 1/2”) of lot nine (9), and all of lot ten (10), in
block twenty-one (21), in the City of Burlington, Coffey County, Kansas, seconded by Kirchner.

9. Hub Caspar, Coffey County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly report dated
November 7, 2005. Robert Reed, Road Supervisor, and John Zuern, Administrative Assistant,
were also present.

10.  Item No. 93-01; Road Permits Report: No Road Permits were issued during the past
week.

11. Item No. 99-99; Zoning Permit/Applications Report: One Zoning Permit was issued
during the past week.

12.  Item No. 99-13; Landfill: Lysimeter reading for October 28" 2005 — 21%' Month:
Lysimeter #1, 110.4 gallons drainage allowed, cumulative drainage of 6.82 gallons. Lysimeter
#2, 110.4 gallons drainage allowed, cumulative drainage of 4.90 gallons.

13.  Item No. 2005-18; Traffic Count: 20" Road — Kafir to Lynx.

14. Caspar also presented the Construction Zone Report for the week ending November 7,
2005.

15.  Coffey County Library Administrator Mary Markwalter met with the Board to request
that the Board proclaim the week of November 14 - November 18 as Coffey County Children’s
Book week that would be in support of the Kansas State Reading Initiative Read to a Tot, “No
Matter What!” The Board was in support of proclaiming the week of November 14 — November
18 as Coffey County Children’s Book week. Coffey County Attorney Doug Witteman will have
a proclamation prepared for the next Monday meeting.



16. The Board discussed the County’s insurance policy and seeking competitive bids for
County insurance. Merry wanted to publish for a request for bids based on the current policy
that the County has to be due by December 1, 2005.

16a. Merry moved to put specs together and bid out the County’s insurance policy December
1, 2005 with bids to be opened December 10™, 2005, seconded by Sipe but for discussion only.

16b. Sipe expressed that he wasn’t against putting the insurance policy out to bid, but that he
was not voting in favor of this motion this short of notice before the current policy renews in
January 2006. Rowley and Kirchner agreed that the Board had not published any formal bid
letting and were also not in favor of putting the County’s insurance policy out to bid this year.
The entire Board agreed that the County’s insurance policy should be put out to bid about every
three years whether the County changes companies or not.

16¢.  Chairman Rowley left the meeting to go to a family emergency at 10:22 a.m.

16d. After a lengthy discussion, Merry amended the previous motion to read: Merry moved
that the County prepare an audit of the current insured inventory and a bid packet that could be
obtained from the Clerk’s office on June 1, 2006 with a final date for insurance bids to be
received by the Clerk’s office on September 1, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. The insurance bid will be
awarded on October 2, 2006 with the new insurance policy term to be effective January 1, 2007,
seconded by Sipe. Motion carried.

17.  Jon Hotaling, Economic Development Director, submitted the weekly report for the week
of November 7, 2005.

18.  Item No. 95-9; Hotaling attended the Coffey County Strategic Planning meeting,
Wednesday, at the Coffey County Hospital. The committee discussed the Welcome Wagon
Program possibilities. It was decided that the Economic Development office will work with the
Coffey County Chamber of Commerce to design a Welcome bag or folder with information on
the cities and the County. The folders would be available at the city halls, libraries, chamber,
courthouse, and realtor’s offices.

19.  Item No. 96-3; Hotaling submitted dates that the CDBG funding was received by the
County for the Mid-American Machine project to the state. The state completed the interest
computations based on these dates and invoiced Mid-American Machine for the interest due.
Mid-American Machine will make the interest payments to the County and the County will then
send a check to the state. JoAnn Raaf has a copy of the interest amounts invoiced to Mid-
American.

20.  Item No. 98-8; Hotaling received the transient guest tax funds from the state for the
months of July, August, and September. The total amount received was $4,043.28 and will be
submitted to the Coffey County Chamber of Commerce as specified in the 2005 tourism &
visitors board budget.

21.  Item No. 01-4; The Gridley mural has been completed by Jim Stukey. The project was
completed for $800.00 and the invoice for the final total was submitted to Coffey County
Economic Development by the City of Gridley.



22. Item No. 05-4; Hotaling finalized a building visitation schedule for the call center
prospect. Hotaling took the prospect to view four buildings on Thursday. Melvin Thomas
participated in the tour to help point out renovation needs. Hotaling discussed buildings, costs,
time frame, interior needs, etc., with an executive of the company in North Carolina via a
conference call.

23. Hotaling completed the loan report for the period of October 1* thru October 31%. All
accounts are current except for Kansas Assemblies, Inc.

24.  Hotaling re-submitted some information to the Network Kansas program that had not
been received from the first submittal via the internet.

25. Coffey County Housing Authority Steve Lightle met with the Board to request additional
funds for the demolition project for 2005. Lightle stated that there were five houses scheduled
left to be demolished this year.

25a. Merry moved to set aside funds that would allow for demolition expenses of up to 8
houses by December 31%, 2005 with funds to come from the General Fund, Community
Improvement Line item, seconded by Crotts. Motion carried.

26. Merry gave an update on the Kansas Association of Counties (KAC) joint meeting with
the Kansas County Officials Association (KCOA) and the proposed legislation that would clarify
elected officials (clerks, treasurers, register of deeds, and sheriffs) positions. A Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) was agreed upon by both associations that stated if there were an errant
(rogue) elected official(s) that is/are not in compliance with federal or state law or county
personnel policies and procedures, a Peer Review Process would then take place to avoid
litigation and legislation.

27. Sipe adjourned the meeting at 11:19 a.m.
